· Frequently Asked Questions
1.  How does system issue a report of accumulative balance for more than a year?

· Through the system of accounts monitoring which, can issue a general balance sheet then            the system display a general balance sheet for current year and last year.
2.   How data is transferred to Financial Analysis and Control System? 
· Data transfer is done through the branches connecting screen which, displays all branches exist in the accounting system, once update button in that screen is clicked the system takes all data of the branches defined to MIS.  
3.  How can user create the financial statements in MIS?
· Creating financial statements can be done by configuring them through the setting screen of financial statements so that financial statement reports can be issued later.     
4. Is it possible to view the records (entries) and documents in the MIS?
· Yes, that’s possible through the system of accounts monitoring and the system of inventory monitoring since user can view any account balance sheet in addition to the records (entries) affected that account.    
5. Can the user of MIS modify items data, creating purchase orders, and affect the accounting system directly? 
· Yes, modification can be in item name, specifications, and the additional fields but item number and packages cannot be modified. Direct effect in accounting system can be done through the screen of inventory monitoring by clicking Modify button.  
6. How can user elicit inventory collected from several branches? 

· That can be done through sale reports screen in which, required branches are defined and type of report is selected according to item(sales and inventory) to display the report of branches vertically.
